Attendance Matters
My child is unwell, should | send them to school?

Sometimes it is difficult to know whether to keep your child off school or send them in. Always try and send your child to
school if they are a little ‘under the weather’, for example, with a runny nose, headache, mild tummy-ache. The school will
always contact you if your child is unwell, which is why it is vitally important that we have your correct contact details.
HOWEVER, please do not send your child to school if they have any infectious illnesses like Chicken Pox, Measles etc. If your
child has been vomiting or is suffering from diarrhoea, then they must stay away from school for 48 hours from the last bout
of illness. This is to ensure that any infection does not spread through the school.

Please do contact the school office if you need any additional advice or support and we will be happy to help.

School Uniform Reminder

All Year Round

- Red school sweat shirt or cardigan with Chesterfield school logo
- Grey or black trousers, shorts or skirt

- White collared t-shirt—plain or with Chesterfield logo

- Black shoes (with Velcro fastening please)

- Plain coloured hijab

For PE—Active Uniform

We wear our PE kit to school on PE days

- Chesterfield branded red school jumper or cardigan

- Black shorts or black footless leggings and white t-shirts (long or

Hair
